How I qualify & select a tenant:   Sometimes I receive more good applicants than I can conceivably rent to.   I HATE turning down a good tenant prospect.  Essentially, I advertise only long enough to get 3 or 4 good prospects.   Most tenant applicants are great people.  By the time I get an application the tenant has read about the apartment and how I run things.  If  they have met other tenants I solicit feedback from those tenants.  I get feedback from my assistant, Jim, if he has showed you the property.   I count the references provided by the tenant as very important,  credit files as less-so.  Especially if renting a room in the 1312 downstairs unit, I need someone who is a good roommate….who is courteous of others….who realizes they are not the ONLY person on the planet and the the world does not revolve exclusively around them.  Think I’m kidding?   I’ve rented to 2 relatives who thought the world did revolve around them, and I booted them out immediately.  Years ago when I was supporting 3 families, I lived in shared housing out of necessity.  I know what it is to live with others, and I have deliberately attempted to make this shared housing a very congenial, functional set-up.   
Generally speaking I pick the person that I believe would fit in best with the existing tenants, who can move in at the most appropriate time, and who was the first to respond to my ads.   I tend to rent to the first well-qualified tenant.
